Seatbelts should fit snugly and shouldn’t have
a lot of slack.

Seatbelts are designed to be both safe and
comfortable and they move freely under
normal conditions. It isn’t until the car

decelerates quickly, as happens in a crash,

that a device known as a retractor
automatically locks the belt into place.

If you had it under your arms
and were involved in an accident, it could cause
damage to internal organs such as the
liver or spleen.
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
